[Franz Josef railway) or to Melk (Salzburg — Vienna line)

Tulln Danube region and Wagram: via the S40 (Franz Josef railway)
between Vienna and St. Palten, and Vienna and Krems. S4 via Stockerau
to Absdor-Hippersdorf (change to the S40 possible)

Rémerland Carnuntum region: S7 from Vienna to Wolfsthal

Marchfeld region: S80 [Marchegger Ostbahn railway)
from Vienna to Marchegg
